SCHOOL FUNDING

This School receives a |limited (and 6frozend) amount per student fr
Commonwealth. The latter is based on the Socio - Economic Status (SES) score of the parents  of the School, estimated from Census

data. The recently elected Government led by Mr. Rudd is committed to employing this system until 2012. In the meantime, the

Commonwealth will review the whole question of how schools or students or parents are funded i n non - government schools.

Therefore, there have been and will continue to be many articles in newspapers and other media stories in the next two years.

Sadly most of the articles | read show profound ignorance of what the SES is or how it works. Some write rs never seem to let facts
get in the way of the story; others are too lazy to do the research and simply use press releases from organizations which ma y
attack or support funding of non - government schools.  Sadly, | suspect a few have a political agendaa  nd use facts very
selectively. As one who does know more than a little, my trust in media is strictly limited when it comes to topics about

education.

Clearly the stereotypes and self identifications being tested were:

Chinese/Asians are strong in mathematics; women are not. Black Americans excel at sports but whites are be tter at strategy,
planning, coaching. The latter are expected to do better on intelligence tests and the former not so.

The language we use about ourselves and our peers surely affects our thinking and our attitudes; we will believe whatever is

repeated again and again. We programme ourselves and are pro grammed by-gowmnupdi a-gd o@wt i n relatio
performance. Each individual has abilities and talents of varying levels and varying types. Each of us will change our percei ved

level and type of ability by the groups with whom we identify and mimic.

Every society has its stereotypes; some actively try to change stereotypes. Look at the march of girls and women in school an d

university results in the last 25 years. Yet we have many sex - related stereotypes, race or nation - related stereotype s, age - related

stereotypes, class - based stereotypes and more. Which came first d the stereotype or the performance? Each feeds the other.

For each of us and our student - children, this research can drive behaviour. Some stereotypes must be smashed. | endur ed the
0Paddy the Irishman is poor, drunk, dirty and stupiddé through o0j oke
bl acks, no Irisho6 was a common sign in hotels in English ci tdthees whe
highest income, greatest wealth and highest proportion of savings (14% of income); a nation broke its stereotype.
