
Message from the Headmaster 

The year marches on rapidly.  Year Twelve has its last formal classes on Monday, 29th October. We mark that day with a 

Valedictory Service in St Paul‟s Anglican Cathedral in the morning for students and parents, and a Farewell Assembly in the 

afternoon after a lunch for parents and students. All Year Twelve students have a full suite of morning lessons. It is not the day 

for celebrations; they come after the examinations at the Valedictory Dinner to be held on Friday 23rd November when the job is 

done. 

Many Studies, Surveys and Data! 

Mr Les Evans (Senior Master –Teaching and Learning) attended a conference in Sydney in the first week of term. One of the 

presentations at that conference was given by John Hattie of the University of Auckland. His paper summarised a study of studies 

(!) into what world-wide research says works in schools, and those things that either do not work with much effect or even have a 

negative effect on children‟s progress. I stress that I have read the power-point summary of his talk, so I am not on top of the 

detail. He provided some information on a hundred strategies, tactics or types of programme or similar. I summarise just a few: 

Those that make the greatest positive differences to students‟ effective learning include: 

 Absence of disruptive students from classes;  

 Good classroom behaviour;  

 Quality of teaching;  

 Teacher-student relationships;  

 Feedback – honest but not discouraging; Appraisal and self-evaluation;  

 Direct Instruction (not “facilitation”)  

 Time on task & Mastery learning;  

 Study skills;  

 Reading, reading, reading…. (But not “whole language reading instruction”)  

 Vocabulary programmes;  

 Parental involvement and Home Environment;  

 Peer Tutoring and teaching each other;  

 Challenging goals;  

 Worked examples.  

 Frequent testing.   

Those that John Hattie described as “disasters” – either they had a negative effect or very little positive effect: 

 Shifting schools; - the worst!  

 Television;  

 Summer vacations;  

 Open learning Plans (v Traditional direct instruction)  

 Multi-grade or age classes;  

 Whole language reading programmes;  

 Distance Education and Web-based learning;  

 Ability groupings;  

 Teacher training;  

 The sex composition of the  class/school (single sex v co-educational)  

 Multi-media teaching methods;  

 Home schooling;  

 Problem-based learning.  

John Hattie believes that teachers who are passionate about their subjects and active directing teachers of children‟s learning are 

the most effective. The facilitating, discovery based, more passive teachers are least effective. 

There were many other programmes etc on the scale of slightly positive to quite positive. Clearly on the basis of these, there are 

actions points for schools and parents! 



It is also fair to say that some of the hundred need teasing out; for example, the relationship between “homework” and “mastery 

learning” and “time on task”. More in a later edition! 

A second major study which hit the desk this week is LSAY 51, or the Longitudinal Surveys of Australian Youth conducted by the 

Commonwealth Department of Education Science and Training and the Australian Council for Education Research. These studies 

began in 1975 and cover educational, labour market and social outcomes for young people over time. Number 51 studied Year 

Nine students (13 613 of them across 300 schools in Australia) of 1995 and what has happened to them since.

The Association of Independents Schools has provided a summary which you can find on our Extranet. 

Some of the major points: 

 Overall, the expected completion rate for a University course is 81%. The first course completion rate is 71% to 74%; 

for a second course 63% to 71%.  

 Girls are more likely to complete university courses than boys (by 6% for a first course and 4% for a second course)  

 There is a co-relation between parents completing high school and their children completing university.  

 There are no clear regional differences in course completion based on students‟ home addresses when at university.  

 Once at university, the rates of completion of government school ex-students was about the same as independent 

school ex-students for similar ENTER scores.  

 Independent school students were far more likely to get to university in the first place than government or Catholic 

systemic school students.  

The biggest single predictor of successful university completion was the ENTER score.  

=> For ENTERs above 90, 93%- 94% completed university successfully; 

=> For ENTERs between 80-89, about 88% completed university; 

=> For ENTERs between 50 and 79, about 80% completed successfully. 

Median (i.e. middle score of the cohort of students) ENTERs in 2000 were: 

=>84.20 for Independent Schools; 

=> 69.65 for Catholic systemic schools; 

=> 62.80 for government schools 

Since 2000, the gap between the median ENTERs in the different school sectors has widened according to AISV. AISV also 

comments that the level of university offers is much higher in independent schools (77% on average) than government schools 

(46%). 

In the labour market, LSAY 51 indicated: 

=> University non-completers and Year 12 students who had never enrolled at university had generally lower reported levels of 

pay, occupational status and levels of work satisfaction. 

=> Unemployment rates were highest for those who did not complete Year 12; next highest for those who did but didn‟t go to 

university and next for university non-completers, although overall rates are quite low. 

What do these summaries tell us? Probably the simplest message is hard-working no-nonsense students in schools where 

teachers are passionate and are well supported by parents get high ENTER scores. These students then are more likely to succeed 

at university and be happier and better paid. Hardly surprising!  

The summaries also fail to tell us a lot. They tell us little about the vast interplay of human emotions, beliefs, intelligence, socio-

economic selection, adolescent behaviour and decision-making, mental health, local community attitudes and influences and very

much more. They tell us little about schools that have to battle with very difficult students or very difficult parents; these schools 

could be easily dismissed as „ineffective‟ because their ENTER scores are not flash, yet they may be life-saving for many of the 

children. Complex issues should not be glibly “answered” by simple nostrums. Further global data are interesting and should 

inform broad policy but decisions may be different when considering an individual child and an individual set of circumstances. 

Groundbreaking Findings On The State Of Student Social and Emotional Health 
(Mr Allan Shaw has kindly written this summary of AHISA members including me.) 

The results of one of the most extensive research projects ever undertaken into the social and emotional health of Australian 

students have been released today. Based on a survey of more than 10 000 students from 81 schools across Australia and 

spanning 13 years of schooling from Preparatory through to Year 12, The ASG Student Social and Emotional Health Report, 

commissioned and funded by the Australian Scholarships Group (ASG) reveals that a large percentage of students are 

experiencing social and emotional difficulties. 

The ASG Student Social and Emotional Health Report reveals new insights into social and emotional health and shows: 

 Four in 10 students worry too much.  

 Three in 10 students are very nervous/stressed.  

 Two in 10 students have felt very hopeless and depressed for a week and have stopped regular activities.  

 A third of students lose their temper a lot and are sometimes quite mean to others (bully).  

 Two-thirds of students are not doing as well in their schoolwork as they could.  

 Four in 10 students have difficulty calming down (poor resilience).  

The ASG Student Social and Emotional Health Report is the culmination of six years of development and research of its lead 

author, Professor Michael E Bernard, Faculty of Education, University of Melbourne, in collaboration with Andrew Stephanou and 

Daniel Urbach from the Australian Council for Education Research (ACER). 

“There are two distinct dimensions of student social and emotional well-being - positive and negative,” Professor Bernard said. 

“And we have determined from this research that the level of a student‟s social and emotional well-being is influenced by the 

student‟s internal social-emotional characteristics such as resilience, learning capabilities and social skills and values as well as 

their environment (school, home and community). 

Professor Bernard notes in Report that “for the first time, we are able to describe student social and emotional health in terms of 

six levels ranging from very low to very high levels. 

“When students perceive the relative absence of positive parenting actions, they are likely to display lower levels of social and 

emotional health,” he said, “talking about children‟s feelings and how to cope with them is the parental action that contributes 

most to children‟s well-being.” 

“Teachers' behaviour has a direct correlation to student social and emotional health. Students with lower levels of well-being feel 

their teachers don‟t demonstrate the positive actions that the research shows contribute to student success and well-being. 

“From the perspective of the teacher, the ability to manage a student‟s emotions and help them to calm-down contributes most 

to high levels of social and emotional health,” Professor Bernard explained. 

Other key findings from the research show: 

 Social and emotional health decreases from primary to secondary school.  

 Girls display significantly higher levels of social and emotional health than boys. Boys rate higher in getting into 

trouble a lot and not being able to follow rules while girls rate higher in helping classmates who seem unhappy and 

finding someone to talk with to calm down.  

 Consistent differences are found in the ways that students view their social and emotional health in comparison with 

teachers‟ perceptions. Teachers may be unaware of the extent of the emotional difficulties of students such as stress 

and anger.  

 Unexpectedly, the ability to „achieve to potential in schoolwork‟ and „being confident and persistent in schoolwork‟ 

contributes a great deal to student social and emotional health.  

 The interaction of children within their community can positively affect social and emotional health.  



The Report recommends a number of critical actions parents can take at home and teachers can take at school to support the 

social and emotional health of all students.

Finally, on the topic of studies and surveys, the Australia Institute (a so-called “left-leaning think-tank”) produced a study of the 

economic circumstances of Middle Australian Families. Since most of our Girton families fall under that label, you may wish to 

read the study at  http://www.tai.org.au/documents/dp_fulltext/DP98.pdf 

The study is easy to read and provides quite a different picture of middle Australia‟s economic position from that set out so often 

in the media.

Withdrawal of Students 

Parents are reminded of Point 5 of the Business Regulations regarding withdrawal of students. To withdraw a student from the 

School, at least one complete term‟s notice must be given in writing to the Headmaster 

If the required minimum notice of one complete term‟s notice (in writing to the Headmaster), as described in the following 

examples, is not given for withdrawal from the School, a Tuition Withdrawal Fee equal to one tuition fee instalment will apply. 

There is no Prompt Payment Discount for a Tuition Withdrawal Fee. 

For example, 

(a) Students leaving at the end of the school year (except Year 12 students) or during the following vacation or during First Term 

the following year will need to have provided notice in writing to the Headmaster no later than 5 p.m. on the last school day of 

Third Term (in September). 

(b) Students departing during Third Term will need to have provided notice in writing to the Headmaster by the last school day of 

the First Term. 

Parents are urged to read the Business Regulations carefully each time they are sent out with the first Tuition Fee instalments 

because the Board reviews these in October annually. 

Home-stay families required  

We are always seeking families who would like to have a student live with them during term. This of course, will become more so 

in 2009 when our Boarding House closes. If you are interested in providing such accommodation for a student from Girton 

Grammar School, please contact me as soon as possible. The remuneration is negotiable between families but is usually between
